
PROF. DR. ZEYNEP  KORKMAZ 
Zeynep Korkmaz was born in Nevşehir in 1922. She completed the elementary school 

and the middle school education in İzmir.In 1944 she graduated from the Ankara University, 
Faculty of Letters, the department of Turkish Language and Literature.In 1945 she was 
appointed  as a “scholarly assistant”, in 1948 she was appointed as an assistant of Turkish 
Language and Literature Department. She completed her PhD. degree in 1950. She was sent 
to the Hamburg University by the Ankara University, Faculty of Letters through the years 
1954 and 1955.At the Hamburg University, she worked as a visiting scholar with Old Turkish 
Language specialist Prof. Dr. A. von Gabain, Altaist Prof. Dr. O. Pritsak and phonetician O. 
Von Essen. She was appointed as an associate professor of The  Department of Turkish 
Language to the Ankara University, Faculty of Letters by passing the associate professorship 
examinations. In 1964 she was ranked to the professorship. Between 1965 and 1966 she was 
granted with the scholarship of the British Council and Alexander von Humboldt Stiftung. 
She made an academic research in the libraries of England and Germany.  

 In addition to the faculty professorship she worked as a member of the Faculty of 
Letters Executive Council through the years 1958-1960, 1966-1968, 1972-1974.  Between 
1974 and 1978 she worked as the senator of the Ankara University. Between 1981 and 1983 
she worked as the chair of the Turkish Language and Literature Department and as the chair 
of the Modern Turkish Language Program. From October 1, 1983 through May 15, 1990 she 
has worked as a member of the Higher Education Council. She has also worked as a vice 
chairman of the Higher Education Council from January 5, 1989 through May 19, 1990. She 
retired because of her age when she was a vice chairman. 

Zeynep Korkmaz has worked as the chair of the Branch of Academic and Applied 
Grammar Studies,  worked as the chair of the Modern Turkish and Historical Periods Written 
Languages Grammar Project as well as being the principal member of the Turkish Language 
Institution and being the member of the Executive Board and the Academic Board of the 
Turkish Language Institution since 1945 until today.  

She is recently the member of the following national and international academic 
institutions.: 

The principal member and academic council member of the Turkish Culture Research 
Institute; PIAC (Permanent International Altaistic Conference: Bloomington-Indiana Univ.); 
CIEPO (Ottoman-Pre-Ottoman Research Committee, Napels, Italy, Holland); Societas Uralo-
Altaica, (Hamburg-Germany); İLESAM (Professional Union of Turkish Science and 
Literature Academicians, Ankara). 

Zeynep Korkmaz has participated many national and international congresses. The 
articles of her has been published in various national and international journals.  

Since she has made productive and original studies in her major, she has been granted 
with various prizes from the international congresses. She has received a superior study 
certificate and plaque, “Permanent International Altaistic Conference medal”, Faculty of 
Letters “international certificate of her contribution to the academic studies”, Ministry of 
National Education “letter of commendation”. For her academic studies and conferences she 
has received more than 35 plaques, prizes and certificates. The book titled as “the present of 
Zeynep Korkmaz” was published twice in the years 1996 and 2004.  

Zeynep Korkmaz wrote 16 books and almost 250 articles about the various themes of 
the Turkish language. The writings of the articles are compiled in three volumes in the 
publication of the Turkish Language Institution titled as “The Studies on the Turkish 
Language”.
